Donations & Disbursements

Each sale at Uberbadger results in a payment (deonatf 3% of the profit to Board
Game Geek, LLC. After the 3% payment, Uberbadgdrthe original submitter each
receive 50% of the remaining amount. As a guidangle CafePress T-Shirt sale results
in about $3-$4 USD in profit.

Uberbadger disburses profits Waypal.comon a monthly basis. $10 is the minimum
amount that will be transferred. Smaller amountshe held until subsequent months.

Due to IRS regulations concerning the issuancé89s, $599 is the maximum amount
that Uberbadger will disburse to a single individorm an annual basis. Contact the
sales@uberbadger.com to discuss larger disbursdevetd and the tax implications.

CafePress retains sales profits until the prodastdeen received by the customer,
they've had the product for 30 days, and haveetatmed it. Once this occurs, the sales
profits are cleared for disbursement to Uberbadgéne next monthly boundary.
Uberbadger will not disburse funds that it hasmeceived from CafePress. As a result,
there will be a lag time from the point of sale &he time that Uberbadger frees up the
funds to disburse to submitters. However, Uberbadgjeprovide all submitters with
sales reports on a monthly basis for you to trabktwou are due.
